Being safe online
In assembly last week we were talking about being safe
@ online. We know that at this time of year, children may
, ask for games or for a telephone, laptop, PC or tablet for
Christmas. It is hard for parents and carers to know all of
the rules and not to bow to peer pressure about what
children should and should not be doing and viewing. To have an account for Tik Tok, Instagram, Snapchat or
Facebook, you must be at least 13 years old. Children should not be using an account which belongs to an
adult or an older child to access these platforms.

We are all familiar with film age ratings to help us to chose films which are appropriate for our children to
watch. In the same way, computer games have Pegi age ratings. Pegi age ratings ensure that entertainment
content, such as films, DVDs, and games, is clearly labelled for the minimum age group for which it is suitable.
Age ratings provide guidance to consumers to help them decide whether or not to buy a particular product.
Since 2012, PEGI has been the sole system used in the UK for new console and PC games.

Attendance monitoring
Earlier this week we have sent out attendance letters to all children where attendance is less than 90%.
When attendance falls below 90%, a child is then defined as a persistent absentee.

| appreciate that there may be very valid reasons for a child’s absence. | know that very few parents fail to
support their child by securing good attendance. However, we must write to all parents and carers when
their child’s attendance falls below 90%.

Our daily attendance figures are monitored by the Department for Education (DfE). This is the case for all
schools. Poor attendance has a negative impact on academic and social progress at school. If you are
worried about your child’s attendance or if there is a medical reason that is impacting on your child’s
attendance, please let us know.

Reminder about reading and homework

We are still really struggling with children not bringing the right things to school each day. In Year 3 this
morning, only 10 out of the 16 children present had completed and returned their spellings and only 9 out of
16 had completed and retuned their homework.

| am certainly not picking on Year 3, but as | completed their registration this morning, | saw this first hand. |
was really saddened by how few children had completed and returned the tasks that they were given last
Friday. Speaking to staff in all year groups, the situation is the same in almost every class.

We know that everyone is busy and it can be hard to manage everything. However, it is adding a significant
amount to our workload every day when we are chasing after reading books, spelling books and homework
books that are not at school on time.

When children don’t have their reading book in school every day we can’t listen to them read. Missing
spelling books mean that spellings are not written in the book for their test and new spellings are sent home
on slips of paper and inevitably being lost. New homework sheets cannot be stuck in when the book is at
home.

Reading books and reading records should be brought to school every day.

Spellings should be practised twice in the spelling book and returned to school by Wednesday every week.
Homework should be completed in the homework book and returned to school, by Wednesday every
week.

We would really appreciate your help so children have the right things in school on the right days. Even
though we are approaching Christmas, our expectations are still the same.

In addition to the arrangements for the weekly prize, all names
with 100% attendance and no late marks from each week are put in
the hat and a name is drawn out during celebration assembly at the attendance and
end of each half term. We will now give out £10 cinema vouchers, no late marks
book vouchers or Argos vouchers.

Weekly class with the best attendance award
The class with the best attendance each week gets the attendance octopus in their classroom. In addition to
this, we have agreed that all of the children in the best class for that week can have a dip in the sweet box.

Half termly class with the best attendance award
The class with the best attendance at the end of each half term currently gets an extra afternoon of Golden
Time. Children have asked us to add in the extra options of sketching, colouring in or watching a movie.
